HGY/2006/1774 Electricity substation planning application – response

Warner Estate Residents Association (WERA) is the residents association which covers the eight roads at the bottom of Muswell Hill including Redston Road and the north side of Priory Road. WERA opposes this planning application for the following reasons:

1 The proposal represents an over-development of this small site. We would not oppose a more modest development.

2 The proposed four-storey building is too high and too bulky. It should not be higher than the height of the present building (the maximum height of the present building from ground level is about 8 metres).

3 It would reduce the amount of light in the houses and gardens in Priory Road and Redston Road.

4 Whilst the application claims to address the issue of the privacy of the Priory Road homes it does not deal with the fact that it would reduce the privacy of the Redston Road homes.

5 The three proposed car parking spaces are insufficient for five flats (with a total of eight bedrooms). As these flats are likely to be occupied by young working people they could have eight cars (plus visitors, etc.). There is already a serious shortage of car parking space in the area.

6 There is inadequate provision for rubbish and recycling storage for five flats and this is based on an assumption of two refuse collections per week (2.3). Haringey Council collects domestic rubbish and recycling once a week.

7 There is little information about the fabric of the material - is it “brick and tile” (2.2) or “brick and slate” (2.11)?

8 Why can’t there be a definite commitment to “PV or solar panels” (2.4) rather than a vague suggestion?

WERA is not opposed to a more modest development that is more in keeping with the surrounding residential buildings and which incorporates eco-friendly features.
