Warner Estate Residents Association 

Constitution

1. The name of the Association shall be the Warner Estate Residents Association.
2. The area covered by the Association should be:
Priory Road (northern section up to Linzee Road), Park Avenue North, Redston Road, Danvers Road, Warner Road, Clovelly Road, Linzee Road, Priory Avenue, Baden Road.

3. The objectives of the Association are:
a) To improve living conditions and the environment for the residents of the area covered by the Association;
b) To represent the interests of the residents of the area to appropriate bodies and/or authorities; 
c) To further the provision for leisure and recreational facilities for the residents of the area.
The Association shall be non-political and non-sectarian.

4. Membership of the Association shall be open to all persons living in the area over the age of 16.

5. Subscription shall be decided each year by the Annual General Meeting.

6. Management:

a) The Association shall be managed by the General Committee consisting of a representative for each road in the area, who shall elect from their number a Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer.

b) If vacancies occur among the officers of the Committee, the General Committee shall have powers to fill them from among their elected Members until the next General Meeting has been called to elect Members to fill the vacancies.

c) The Committee shall have the power to co-opt any member onto the Committee in a non-voting capacity.

d) A quorum for the General Committee shall be onethird of the Committee Members.

e) The Committee shall be bound by decisions of a General Meeting.

7. The Committee shall arrange a General Meeting for the purpose of:

a) Receiving the Annual Report of the Committee and the audited statement of account;

b) Electing a new Committee;

c) Amending the Constitution (if required);

d) Consideration of any other motions or business.

8. The Committee of the Association may at any time call a General Meeting of the Association for the consideration of any matter which the Committee may decide should be referred to the Members in general. The Committee shall call a General Meeting within 21 days of receiving a written request from not less than 12 Members giving reasons for the request.

9. All monies raised on behalf of or by the Association shall be applied to further the objects of the Association and for no other purpose. The Treasurer shall keep proper accounts on the finances of the Association and shall open a bank account in the name of the Association. Cheques shall be drawn by any two of the officers of the General Committee, one of whom shall be the Treasurer.

10. Any alteration to this Constitution shall require the approval of two-thirds of those present and voting at the General Meeting at which it is proposed.

Any resolution for the alteration of the Constitution must be received by the Secretary at least 21 days before the General Meeting at which the resolution is to be proposed.

11. If the Committee by a simple majority decides at any time that on the grounds of expense or otherwise it is necessary or advisable to dissolve the Association, it shall put forward such a motion at the next Annual General Meeting, giving Members at least 21 days' notice and stating the terms of the resolution to be proposed at the meeting.

If such a decision shall be confirmed by two-thirds of those present and voting at the meeting, the Committee shall have the power to dispose of any assets held by or in the name of the Association. Any assets remaining after the satisfaction of any proper debts and liabilities shall be applied towards charitable purposes for the benefit of the inhabitants of the area as the Committee may decide.

This Constitution was adopted as the Constitution of the Warner Estate Residents Association at a public meeting held at the annexe to the Moravian Church, Priory Road, London, N8 on Thursday 11th July 1996.
