1. Apologies for absence

2. Minutes of the last meeting
The minutes of the meeting held on 25th January 2010 were agreed.
3. Matters arising  
a) The Fire Service reported that the fire hydrant is now on the other side of the road. The old sign has been removed.
b) John Farrer meeting was a great success with over eighty people. It was agreed to send the committee’s thanks to Janet Owen for her excellent presentation.

4. Treasurer’s report

Joyce reported that WERA expenditure since the last meeting was £50 for hire of church hall for John Farrer meeting, £26 for printing John Farrer flyer, £25 subscription to Haringey Federation of Residents Association and £59.31 for website licence renewal. WERA funds stand at £632.79 (plus £2 subscription handed in at the meeting). In addition there is £193.77 in the Paul Eddington fund (for Priory Common). Joyce is in the process of submitting accounts for Grassroots grant received for work on Priory Common.

5. Alexandra Palace and Park
David reported that “road show” consultation will take place in May. His preference was for an independent board (the so called “ultimate solution”). The Park is doing well. Harry reported that the Redston pond has been dredged and restored. We have been told informally to expect to be consulted on a proposal to present open-air TV World Cup football broadcasts on the slope of the Palace.
6. Priory Common

The Grassroots project ended with a Spring Festival in March. WERA has agreed with the parks department to take over responsibility for some small areas of the Common. Jeff asked that yellow lines should be drawn at the end of the path in front of the church. In the past WERA has asked for this. Joyce will follow it up.
