Minutes of Warner Estate Residents Association AGM
 Monday 4th July 2011
Present: David Liebeck in the chair; 50 members; Councillor Jim Jenks; 
Jon  Hastings, Haringey Council Environmental Resources, and Fabrice Bouchon, Veolia Regional Manager
1. Apologies for absence were received from 15 members.
2. Haringey Council’s new street cleaning and waste and recycling collection services
Fabrice Bouchon gave a presentation about Veolia and the 14-year contract which commenced in April. Veolia is a multinational company which now deals with waste for a third of London boroughs. The contract with Haringey aims to reduce carbon emissions (for instance, by an alternative fuel strategy and changing vehicles) and to increase the rate of recycling to 40% of waste by 2015 (from 28% at present). 
He described the new street cleaning services which are based on eight “villages”. Starting in 2012 there will be changes to waste and recycling collections. In order to encourage recycling, a second 240 litre wheelie bin (of a different colour) will be provided to replace the 55 litre green box. The receptacles for food waste and garden waste will remain unchanged. These will all be collected weekly but “residual waste” in the black wheelie bins will only be collected fortnightly.
Jon Hastings of Haringey Council and Fabrice Bouchon then answered questions from residents about a number of different topics, including plastic packaging and bags; fly-tipping; whether smaller wheelie bins should be offered; food waste (which is most harmful ingredient in landfill); Eco Park compost (made from food waste and garden waste); how commingled waste is separated at a materials recovery facility (“murf”); the markets for recycled items; unwanted clothes; and what can and can’t be put in the various receptacles.  Jon Hastings said that the contract with Veolia saves the council £2.8 million a year. The number for enquiries about waste and recycling will remain the same: 020 8885 7700.
3. Minutes of the 2010 AGM were agreed.

4. Matters arising

A member said that there is still a problem with vehicles parked on Priory Road blocking visibility for vehicles turning out of Danvers Road and Warner Road. Cllr Jim Jenks said that he has taken this up with council officers who investigated and who said no further action was needed. He agreed to pursue this again. 
5. WERA Newsletter 
The newsletter summarising WERA’s activities over the past year had been distributed to all households. A member referred to increased parking pressure on local roads, partly due to encroaching CPZs. It was proposed that WERA should organise a meeting about this in the autumn. It was suggested that this should be looked at within the context of car use generally.

A member asked how new residents found out about WERA. Joyce Rosser, WERA Secretary, said that if road representatives or residents inform her of new arrivals she can send a welcoming letter with the latest newsletter.
The meeting thanked committee members for their work especially Joyce Rosser for her work as Secretary and Dick Hudson for managing the WERA website and the WERA Yahoo email group. The website is an important way people find out about the locality. Dick said that he had plans to upgrade the website and asked if anyone had any expertise in Wordpress.
6. Treasurer’s report 
The report showed that income from subscriptions for 2010/11 was £931 (a record).The balance at the end of the year was £526.62. In addition there was £117.36 remaining in the Paul Eddington Memorial Fund for Priory Common.

7. Election of officers and committee for 2011/12
All of the existing officers and representatives were willing to stand again and as there had been no other nominations, it was agreed that the following be appointed for the next year.
